4. Unfinished Business
Sign Distribution

Walking/vehicle tour with Mayor & councillors

· Overall the tour went well and it was thought to be a worthwhile event.

Review of recent meetings
· Council meeting May 1 – Was well attended by those opposed to the HCA.  Number of those in  support was smaller than previous meetings.  
· Working group May 2 – Discussed the administrative policy that was going to be put in place.  Design guidelines were tabled for a later date.  Steve North encouraged the working group to participate more by attending council meetings and the public hearing as well writing letters to council.

· CHC – discussed and approved the house plans for 412-3rd St and 320-5th Ave.  CHC unanimously approved the HCA.

· Advisory Planning Commission May 8 – Recommended that council proceed with approval of the HCA
