1) Quorum met. 
2) Agenda adopted as presented  (Moved Gary Holisko /Seconded Rosanne Hood. Carried)
3)  Minutes of April 8th QPRA General Meeting adopted  (Moved Eric Langstroth/ Seconded Gail Ancill.  Carried)
4) Minutes of the November 15th QPRA AGM adopted as posted – (Moved Colleen McDonald/Seconded Eric Langstroth.  Carried)
5) Presentation EVO Cars  by David Wharf (BCAA) and Antonia Reynolds (City of New West)  
· EVO rolled out in New West on May 19th and their home zone expanded February 1st to now include Sapperton and the Braid Sky Train Station
· Downtown New West shows the highest usage of the service

· Queen’s Park currently has 200 members

· Cars can be parked almost anywhere except on a metre (in legal parking areas)

· EVO is a one way trip model of car sharing
· Cost is .41/min or $14.99/hr

· There are approximately an average of 80-100 cars in New West
· City supports car sharing as part of the master transportation plan

· Car sharing is considered a bridge from current behaviour to that with different driving habits

· EVO pays for resident parking permits for every vehicle

· Paying for a parking permit does not guarantee a specific parking spot (e.g. outside your own home)

· As membership grows, convenience grows

· Neighbourhood issues:

· Clustering of vehicles in some neighbourhoods – if this occurs, contact EVO directly and they will direct their vehicle relocation teams to the area

· Length of time a vehicle is in one place

6) Presentation regarding wood burning fireplaces
· Presenter not available but questions will be fielded and forwarded if they cannot be answered in this forum
· Cost to change from wood burning to as gas insert can range from $1500 to $5000
· Some questions around “How would it be enforced?”; “Why would they do this when New West is already compliance with the guidelines planned for 2025?”
7) QPRA  re the Developing Incentive Program

· Lynn Roxborough was expected to attend to answer any questions.  Unfortunately she was not in attendance.
· Council has asked city staff to investigate a broader range of possible incentives.
8) Presentation by Robert Redford (Redford Electric) regarding wiring in an old house

· In homes with knob & tube wiring, the electrical code allows for GFCI protected outlets as an acceptable solution in lieu of rewiring your home.  
· When replacing knob & tube wiring, it is not essential to do the whole house at the same time.
· The cost of replacing knob & tube wiring is dependent on the layout and finishing in a house.
· Repairs that are created as a result of the rewiring are the responsibility of the homeowner unless arranged as part of the contract with the electrician.
· Additional information is provided if/when a quote (no charge) is requested.
