· Quorum met with 33 in attendance via zoom at that point

· Two HRAs are to be presented to Mayor and Council at 208 Fifth Avenue and 515 St. George

Gail North, President:

The City requires HRAs to be presented to residents of the neighbourhood.  When face to face meetings were the norm, open houses for HRAs would typically occur prior to a general meeting during which there would be a presentation, an opportunity to ask questions, and a poll would be taken to gauge the support/opposition to a project. 
 
In lieu of this process, this is your opportunity as residents to address any outstanding questions and to have a general poll of support/opposition as we have done in the past. 
7. HRA - 208 Fifth Avenue

· homeowners want small lot subdivision; existing home would be on 4000 sq foot lot (33% smaller than zoning) and new home on 4700 sq ft (21% smaller than zoning)
· existing home would be moved forward 18 feet -  which is not in line with homes on Fifth Ave but rather the back side of a house on Second Street .  Significant change to the streetscape
· they are requesting to put in driveway on Fifth Ave but there are no driveways on this side of Fifth  Ave because there is a lane for this side of Fifth 
· on the old house, the proposed new garage, porch and decks are 42% greater than allowable zoning and the accessories on the new house would be 30% larger than zoning
· 22% reduction from zoning for backyard for the heritage house 
· new house bay window design is 70% wider than allowable zoningneighbours concerned over parking for Elgin Street

· large number of relaxations requested putting this proposal with little adherence to the Queen’s Park HCA

8. HRA 505 St. George Street

· House was moved to its present location in 2002 and the home was restored  a number of years ago so there is no plan for further restoration
· No changes being proposed to existing home but homeowners’ HRA proposal has the heritage gain as having a plan to stay with “a regular maintenance schedule” for the home
· Lot is zoned RS6 and laneway home is not permitted under this zoning because of 33’  width lot size; homeowner is asking for zoning to be changed in order to build a laneway home
· The home was already bonused the basement when it was relocated to this spot.  Basement has a suite 
· Asking for parking relaxation to 1 spot; tandem parking (only a driveway)
· Asking for permission to remove 1 specimen tree and 3 cedar trees in order to build laneway home.  The allowable size for a laneway would be 440 sq ft – applicant is requesting to more than double that to 958 sq ft
9. Polling 

· Attendees used the online form to register their support or opposition to each of these projects 

· 100% of attendees were opposed to both projects

10. Motion

A motion was brought forward to ask Council to put HRAs on hold until consultation and review the process on HCA protected homes

Attendees were polled to show their support or opposition to this motion – 100% of attendees supported the motion
